 Thank you for your interest in being a vendor at the 2009 Deltarado Days!  You might not know that 
Deltarado Days is one of the longest running events in Colorado history.  We anticipate another successful year due 
in part to the continued efforts of quality vendors.  This year, Deltarado Days will run from Thursday, July 16th – 
Sunday, July 19th.  Vendor booths will be open only on Saturday at Cleland Park.   
 Visitors will be able to visit your booth from 9am to 6pm.  In order to ensure a successful day for everyone, 
the Deltarado Days Committee enforces that all vendors remain open until 6 pm before they begin to break down.  
Therefore, set up time is available at 7am Saturday morning.  We also ask that vendors be ready to accept customers 
promptly at 9am.  
 The Deltarado Days Committee is supportive of the local area non-profit organizations.  Booths for non-
profit organizations will have a reduced fee for space (1/2 of the regular fee).  Local non-profit food vendors will 
pay half of the standard food vending fee. 
 Deltarado Days Vendor Policies:  Please read carefully! 

¥         There are a limited number of booths with water and/ or electricity.  These booths will be reserved on a fir st-
come, first - serve basis.  

¥         Food Vendors:    Food Vendors must have a current retail food license.  (This does not apply to nonprofit 
organizations.) 

¥         There are no requests for a specific booth location.   . 
¥          Booth :  Space is 10’x10’   Fee Table: 

o    Non-Profit   $50.00     o Dry Space (no elec. or water)    $100.00 
o    With elec.   $150.00   o    With elec. & water     $200.00 
o    Food Booth   $250.00   o Non-Profit Food Booth  $125.00 
 

¥         Sales tax:  Information will provided in your vendor packet.  Each vendor is SOLE LY responsible for filing all 
applicable taxes.  * NOTE City of Delta requires a special tax  (sales & use tax)  and you may obtain tax 
information  from Pam Flukey, Finance Dept., City of Delta, (970)874-7916.  NOTE:  This department closes at 
4pm  on Fridays.  www.delta-co.gov  You can be fined by the City of Delta if you do not have this tax number 
while vending.  

¥         Late fee:  To more accurately predict the exact number of vendors and space needed all vendor fees must be 
received by July 1, 2008.  There will be a $10.00 late fee assessed if payment is received after July 1st. 

¥         Cancellations:   Cancellations received by July 1, 2008 will receive a refund 75% of booth fee.  There will not be a 
refund for cancellations received after July 1st. 

¥         Parking:   You may park at 7th and Howard behind your booth space.  There is room for 1 vehicle without trailer. 
¥         Exclusivity :  The Committee does not ensure exclusivity of any product/service at the event. 
¥         Pets:  Allowed on leashes only. 
¥         NO PARKING/DRIVING ON THE GRASS Ð NO EXCEPTIONS!
